Slgdmpk amlrglscq rm `c _ amlacpl rm sq, Wmsp afgjb%q slgdmpk u_q npmtgbcb dpcc md af_pec _lb gr gq amknsjqmpw, 
We have excluded a number of students this past half -term for persistent lack of uniform. These children are now 
at risk of losing their place with us. It is always a joint effort to ensure that students arrive ready for learning and 
your part in this process is to ensure that your child leaves the house with the full correct uniform. Failure to sup-
port the Academy and arrive ready for learning will be viewed as a failure to support the behaviour charter that 
everyone must sign and so persistent offenders may find they lose their place in the Academy.  
 
I should also warn parents that the current law states that we can exclude students for persistent abuse of uni-
form. I will keep you updated throughout the term.  
 
Holidays  
Some parents who have exceeded 10 days holiday have found their children taken off roll. They have had to re-
apply to get their child back in to the Academy. As an independent state school we are able to set our own con-
ditions for annual holiday over and above the legally allowed maximum of two weeks per academic year. We 
tgcu _lw fmjgb_w* lm k_rrcp fmu qfmpr* _q qrc_jgle wmsp afgjb%q cbsa_rgml, G ksqr gldmpk wms rf_r _lw fmjgb_w rf_r 
extends beyond the legally allowed two weeks in any given academic year will result in your child being taken off 
roll and you will have to reapply to send them here.
