Maths  
Revision, Investigations, Algebra, Ratio 
 

History 
Pupils will be studying WW2 and looking at 
how it was a significant turning point in 
British History. 

Geography  
Pupils will be taught to locate world countries, use 
maps and atlases and identify position of countries 
of the world. 

Living things and their habitats – Autumn 1: 
Pupils will be taught to describe how living things 
are classified into broad groups according to 
common observable characteristics and based 
on similarities and differences, including micro-
organisms, plants and animals. They will also 
give reasons for classifying plants and animals 
based on specific characteristics.  
 
Evolution and Inheritance – Autumn 2: 
Pupils will be taught to recognise that living 
things have changed over time and that fossils 
provide information about living things that 
inhabited the Earth millions of years ago. They 
will also recognise that living things produce 
offspring of the same kind, but normally offspring 
vary and are not identical to their parents.  

Design and Technology  
Pupils will be taught to understand and apply the 
principles of a healthy and varied diet, prepare 
and cook a variety of predominantly savoury 
dishes using a range of cooking techniques and 
understand seasonality, and know where and 
how a variety of ingredients are grown, reared, 
caught and processed.  
  

Computing  
Pupils will be taught to select, use and combine a 
variety of software (including internet services) on a 
range of digital devices to design and create a 
range of programs, systems and content that 
accomplish given goals, including collecting, 
analysing, evaluating and presenting data and 
information and use technology safely, respectfully 
and responsibly; recognise 
acceptable/unacceptable behaviour; identify a 
range of ways to report concerns about content and 
contact.  
 

RE 
Can we know what God is like?

PE 
Pupils will be taught to take part in outdoor 
and adventurous activity challenges both 
individually and within a team. They will also 
compare their performances with previous 
ones and demonstrate improvement to 
achieve their personal best.

Transition to 
secondary school is also explored.
